Our lives make a difference when we connect, when we make contact. We can make contact with ourselves, to somebody (one person or a group of people) or to something (space and objects). There is no artistic work without contact. 

In order to make our work on stage authentic and alive, we need to get into contact with both our inner images and our emotions within seconds. 

Imagination is a matter of fact. Every human being has it. And every artist has his/her own way of using it. For an actor 80% of his/her work is concrete imagination. Images are the core of creativity. They are the fuel of ideas and emotions. How do we create images? How do they feed the emotional life of the character? And how can we embody images, make them physical, so that we can share them with the audience? 

The Michael Chekhov Technique connects our sub-consciousness and imagination to the physical reality creating the world of sensations and emotions.

Actor and Director. Michael Chekhov Europe e.V. 
Ulrich Meyer-Horsch has been acting and directing in German state and regional theatres for twenty-five years: Theater Kiel, Theater Lübeck, Deutsches Schauspielhaus Hamburg, Schauspiel Frankfurt, Kampnagel Hamburg, Altonaer Theater, Komödie Düsseldorf, and Maxim Gorki Theater Berlin, among others. He has worked with Simon McBurney and Complicite, Augusto Boal and Yoshi Oida. As an award winning director he is known for his playful productions of the works of Bertolt Brecht and Anton Chekhov. Until 2015 he was the associate artistic director of Kreuzgangspiele Feuchtwangen, one of Germany’s biggest summer theatres. 
Ulrich Meyer-Horsch received his artistic education at Schule für Schauspiel Hamburg and holds university diplomas in Theatre Pedagogy, Theology and Philosophy. He studied with Michael Chekhov’s former students Hurt Hatfield, Deidre Hurst du Prey, Mala Powers and Joanna Merlin as well as with master teachers from Germany and Russia. In his approach to the Chekhov Technique he incorporates the exploration of children’s games and work with masks. Since 1994 he has been teaching throughout Europe, Russia, the Middle East, Brazil, the US, Japan, Singapore and Taiwan. He is a guest lecturer at Yeditepe University, Istanbul, Turkey, and a member of the international faculty of the Michael Chekhov Association (MICHA), New York. A founding member of Michael Chekhov Europe e.V., he has co-created MCE’s educational curriculum which is taught in 15 countries in Europe and Asia. 

Jan Oberndorff 
Director, acting teacher and coach, Artistic director of Schule für Schauspiel Hamburg 

He studied dramatics at Ludwig-Maximilian-Universität Munich and acting at Schule für Schauspiel Hamburg. For many years he worked as an actor in Hamburg and Berlin, on stage and in television. 1996 he founded his own theatre company named „Berliner Männerensemble“. During the next five years he directed 12 productions in Berlin. In 1998 he received the renowned award „Kritikerpreis der Berliner Zeitung“ for the production of Romeo and Juliet. He also directed throughout Germany and Austria, e.g. in Hamburg, Hildesheim, Tübingen, Stuttgart, Munich and Vienna. 
In the same time he started to teach. He gave classes at acting schools in Berlin, Hamburg, Vienna, Zurich, Weimar, Temeswar (Romania) and Seoul (Korea). 
From 2006 to 2009 he worked as resident director for the global operating enterprise Stage Entertainment, managing two big musical theatres in Hamburg: "Das Operettenhaus" and "Neue Flora". 
In 2010 he returned to the school where he had studied and became one of the artistic directors of „Schule für Schauspiel Hamburg“.

Rome, Leonardo da Vinci or Fiumicino airport is located 26 km southwest of the city of Rome. The easiest and fast way is by train.
The Leonardo Express is the direct train that serves the route between the airport and the centre of the city of Rome every 30 minutes.

- Trains from Termini depart from the track 24 on the right. Ticket costs euro 11, available at the counter as well as the Termini news stand. Tickets sold at the departure platform are more expensive. Get your ticket stamped in a yellow validation machine just before using it. Ticket expires 90 minutes after validation.

The ultramodern train Leonardo Express, covers the distance in 30 minutes.
